Attainment Targets

places of work;

•  be able to listen to and follow English in the media and factual information (e.g. 

advertisements, weather forecasts, etc.); 
•  be able to follow a conversation (e.g. on the phone). 
 
For this grade the candidate should be able: 
 
•  to read instructions well; 
•  to answer instructions or orders; 
•  to interpret information from written material; 
•  to spell correctly words used in everyday language; 
•  to make use of definite and indefinite articles (e.g. the, a, an); 
•  to use quantities (e.g. much, many, a lot of, plenty of, few, a few, little, several); 
•  to use nouns  

(i) used only in the singular (e.g. news, athletics, physics) 
(ii) used only in the plural (e.g. jeans, trousers) 

•  to use link works in   
(i) listening and adding (e.g. first, next) 
(ii) summing up (e.g. therefore, so, to conclude) 
(iii) comparing (e.g. the same as, as, even, more important than, etc.) 

•  to use modal verbs like ‘can’, ‘could’, ‘must’, ‘have to’; 
•  to use the basic tenses properly: 

o present perfect (simple) (e.g. he has worked) 
o past perfect (simple) (e.g. he had worked) 
o simple present (e.g. I work) and present continuous (e.g. I am working); 

•  to use prepositions: 
(i) of place (e.g. below, beneath, underneath, above, etc.) 
(ii) of direction (e.g. to, from, into, out of, off, up, down, over ,by, etc.)
